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Ms Lydia Caruana

Lydia Caruana’s highly successful performance with the great tenor José Carreras, in Malta in June 2007, is still vivid. Only a few weeks earlier she sang together with Maltese tenor Joseph Calleja, in a much acclaimed concert for the Rathauskonzerte Series 2007, in Regensburg, Germany.  In December 2006 Lydia joined Andrea Bocelli in concert, giving a much-awaited performance to an audience of eight thousand people.  Besides singing at the Accademia Di Bologna together with the Musici dell’ Accademia in February 2007, Lydia inaugurated the 2006/2007 season of the Teatru Manoel, Malta, with a Gala Concert of Puccini and Verdi under the baton of Martin Kerschbaum. In November 2006 she sang  in the International Opera Gala series in Ireland, performing with tenor Mario Malagnini and baritone Marzio Giossi at the National Concert Hall in Dublin and at the City Hall in Cork. Lydia Caruana launched her first CD together with celebrity pianist Paul Gulda, on the Gramola label. The CD, which is a compilation of songs by Rossini, Bellini, Ravel, De Falla and Camilleri, was launched in Vienna in May 2006 during a recital and presentation at the Bösendorfer Saal. During 2006 Lydia Caruana also performed at the Teatru Manoel with Paul Gulda, at Auberge d’Aragon for Europa Nostra Congress and participated in the Malta Sacred Music Festival in June 2006 in the Grand Finale Concert under the baton of Martin Kerschbaum. 
In 2005, Lydia Caruana toured Germany with the Wiener Johann Strauss Philharmonie Orchestra of Belarus under the baton of Vyacheslav Volich, giving sixteen concerts and gracing halls such as Hamburg’s Musikhalle and Essen’s Philharmonie Saal. In May, she returned to Germany to perform in the ‘Das Neue Europa’ festival where she sang at the Stadttheater in Ingolstadt together with the Georgisches Kammerorchester directed by Markus Poschner. She also sang in a much acclaimed concert together with the Soloists of the Vienna Chamber Orchestra in Malta, at Teatru Manoel and performed for the delegates of the Five Plus Five Ministerial Conference at Palazzo Parisio, Valletta. In October 2005, she was invited to sing in Cork, Ireland as part of the Cork European City of Culture Celebrations, performing at St Fin Barre’s Cathedral. 
On the occasion of Malta’s accession into the European Union in 2004, Lydia Caruana was invited to sing with the Wiener Klang Ensemble at The Palace, Valletta. In the same year, she performed with the Vienna Imperial Ensemble at the Teatru Manoel and in Vienna at Palais Ferstel together with Wiener Klang Ensemble. In summer 2004 she gave recitals in Washington DC, in the United States of America for the 2004/2005 Embassy Series and in Canada for the Maltese-Canadian Association. She was also guest singer in a Christmas Programme together with the Kärntner Doppelsextett of Carinthia, Austria. 
Other important performances to date include her United Nations concert at the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) Centre in Geneva in November 2001, her Mozart Concert in Edinburgh at St Giles Cathedral in August 2000 and the Puccini Gala Night Concert partnered by Antonio Ordonez at Teatru Manoel in Malta February 1999.
Lydia studies with the Maltese soprano Antoinette Miggiani and has attended master classes in Vienna with Sona Ghazarian. Ms Caruana made her debut in opera in 1995 as Musetta opposite Cecilia Gasdia’s Mimi at Teatru Manoel. Since than her more memorable roles include Norina (Don Pasquale), Angelica (Suor Angelica),  Therese in Isuaord’s (Jeannot et Colin), Rosalinde (Die Fledermaus), Graziella (I Martiri) and Elvira (Don Giovanni), for which she been described as “an impressive, highly interpretative singer on the brink of an international career” by the most influential music magazine in German-speaking Europe, Opernwelt.
