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The Infant Jesus of Prague

Protector of the unborn child
On Thursday the 23rd October 2008, the Maltese Association of the Order of Malta (MASMOM) will  be celebrating the second anniversary of the arrival of the Statue of the Infant Jesus of Prague to Malta. This statue was donated by the Consulate of the Czech Republic. It is permanently venerated at the Church of Our Lady of Victory in Victory Square Valletta, next door to Casa Lanfreducci the seat of the Maltese Association of the Order of Malta.  

The Sovereign Military Order of Malta (SMOM) is an ancient Catholic religious order of chivalry. It is well known for its historical defence of the Faith as well as its care of suffering humanity. The procession is a public statement of the Maltese Association’s commitment to defending the helpless and the defenceless from the misuse of science. This is within the ethos of chivalry of the SMOM, the philanthropy of which is not limited by colour, creed or nationality. The Association is making this statement in resonance with all other associations of SMOM throughout the world and as a faithful reflection of the Christian values treasured by the Maltese people.

        The celebration will commence at 18.30 hrs at Our Lady of Victory Church with a procession of the members of MASMOM carrying their statue of the Infant Jesus of Prague through the streets of Valletta. They will be accompanied by all the Chaplains of the Maltese Association who will then concelebrate Holy Mass together. Members of the various Associations and Organisation who promote the defence of the UNBORN CHILD  have been invited to attend this event being organised by MASMOM.
