Public Dialogue

On the 1st of January 2009 the Czech Republic will assume the Presidency of the Council of the European Union for the first six months of the year.  This is the first time that the Czech Republic is holding the Presidency since its accession to the EU in 2004.

The motto of the Czech Presidency, ‘Europe without Barriers’, reflects the four basic freedoms: the free movement of goods, capital, workers, and services. Furthermore, the logo of the Czech Presidency adds a symbolic fifth freedom: free movement of information and knowledge.”

To discuss the priorities of the Czech Republic’s Presidency, as well as Malta’s response, the Ambassador of the Czech Republic to Malta and the Malta-EU Steering & Action Committee would like to invite you to a public dialogue that is being held on Thursday 15th January 2009 at the Hotel Phoenicia, Floriana at 10.30 am.
